Deacon’s Corner  

 The Solemnity of the Annunciation of the Lord 

During the third week of Lent, on Tuesday, March 25, the 
Solemnity of the Annunciation of the Lord will be 
celebrated.  This feast day commemorates the angel 
Gabriel's announcement to the Virgin Mary that she would 
conceive and bear Jesus, the Savior.  

In the Gospel of St. Luke, we hear “the angel Gabriel was 
sent from God to a town of Galilee called Nazareth, to a 
virgin betrothed to a man named Joseph . . . the virgin’s 
name was Mary. And coming to her, he said, “Hail, favored 
one! The Lord is with you.” But she was greatly troubled at 
what was said . . . Then the angel said to her, “Do not be 
afraid, Mary, for you have found favor with God. Behold, 
you will conceive in your womb and bear a son, and you 
shall name him Jesus. He will be great and will be called 
Son of the Most High. Mary said, “Behold, I am the 
handmaid of the Lord. May it be done to me according to 
your word.” 

This Solemnity recognizes that God chose Mary to 
become the Mother of God.  This feast also focuses on 
the Incarnation in which God the Father will send His Son 
Jesus into the world for the salvation of humanity. Pope 
Francis reminds us that the Annunciation is also a time 
for us to reflect about our responses to God in our daily 
lives.  He said we should ask ourselves, “Am I a man or 
woman who says ‘yes’ or one who says “no” or avoids 
responding?”
